TITLE: Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards; Minimum Sound Requirements for Hybrid and Electric Vehicles 

AGENCY: National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), DOT 

ACTION: Final rule; delay of effective date 

SUMMARY: In accordance with the Presidential directive as expressed in the memorandum of 20 January 2017, from the Assistant to the President and Chief of Staff, entitled "Regulatory Freeze Pending Review", this action temporarily delays until 22 May 2017, the effective date of the final rule titled "Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards; Minimum Sound Requirements for Hybrid and Electric Vehicles", initially scheduled to become effective on 13 February 2017. 

DATES: As of 21 March 2017, the effective date of the final rule published on 14 December 2016 (81 FR 90416), delayed on 6 February 2017 (82 FR 9368), is further delayed until 22 May 2017. The compliance date is 1 September 2018, with full phase in by 1 September 2019.
